Commissioner Norman made a motion to approve the Temporary Use Application  
submitted by Douglas H. Griffin for Field of Worship event located at 1085 Crawford Smithonia 
Road, Crawford, Georgia, to be held October 10 – 12, 2025 from 4:00 pm to 10:00 pm each day,   
Seconded by Commissioner Sanders and unanimously approved by the Board. 
 
Commissioner Saxon made a motion approve the revisions and additions to the A1 Zoning 
District in the Oglethorpe County Unified Development Code.  Seconded by Commissioner 
Clark and unanimously approved by the Board. 
 
Two sealed bids were received for the lease on approximately 60 acres located on Buddy Faust 
Road.  A bid from Nash Ag Services, Inc. in the amount of $5100.00 annually and Buffalo Creek 
Straw & Seed in the amount of $1560.00 per year.  Commissioner Norman made a motion to 
accept the bid from Nash Ag Services, Inc.  Seconded by Commissioner Clark and unanimously 
approved by the Board. 
 
Commissioner Brown made a  motion to provide support and financial obligation in the amount 
of $75,000.00 to Georgia DOT, through the Local Bridge Replacement Program, to replace 
bridge on Wolfskin Road over Big Creek.  Seconded by Commissioner Clark and unanimously 
approved by the Board. 
 
Administrative Consent Agenda:   Commissioner Sanders made a motion to approve the 
Administrative Consent Agenda.  Seconded by Commissioner Clark and unanimously approved 
by the Board. 
 
Other Business:  Commissioner Norman provided update on the paving on Crawford Smithonia
