Rezone:  Commissioner Brown made a motion to approve the rezone request submitted by 

Rebekkah Byrd to rezone Tax Parcel 117 005 from A2 (General Agriculture) to R1 (Single 

Family Residential) in order to subdivide with the condition that can no longer be subdivided.  

Seconded by Commissioner Sanders and unanimously approved by the Board.  

 

Rezone:   Commissioner Saxon made a motion to table the application submitted by Gray Wolf 

Quarries LLC and Terra Mining LLC to rezone Tax Parcel 127 008 from A2 (General 

Agriculture) to HI(me) (Heavy Industrial(Mineral Extraction)) in order to develop a quarry.

permit for the Bark and Wine event to be held May 18, 2024 at Historic Smithonia Farms.
